The First Last Man: Mary Shelley and the Post-Apocalyptic Imagination (forthcoming,
University of Pennsylvania Press, April 2024), 224 pages.

Beyond her nightmarish vision of Frankenstein's Creature, Mary Shelley's dark and complex legacies
for the sf, gothic, and horror genres include the interconnected ideas of the "last man", the "last
woman", and the "invisible girl". After losing three of her children and a young niece to genetic or
infectious diseases, and then her husband the poet Percy Shelley to drowning, the 24-year-old widow
buried herself in the intensive study of three Greek tragedies about plague, infection, and love—
Sophocles' Oedipus Rex and Philoctetes, and Euripides' Alcestis. Her reading, transcription, and
translation of these ancient plays informed her authorship of the first major modern pandemic novel
about the near-extinction of the human species through war, disease, and corruption, The Last Man
(1826), and her Gothic romance about resurrected love, "The Invisible Girl" (1833). Shelley's novel
The Last Man originated the iconic image of a heroic survivor who narrates the history of an
apocalyptic disaster in order to save humanity—if not as a species, then at least as the practice of
compassion or humaneness. In visual and musical arts from 1826 to the present, this post-apocalyptic
figure has transmogrified from the "last man" into the globally familiar filmic images of the "invisible
man" and the "final girl". By reading her work against the background of epidemic literature from
ancient Greece to Covid-19, | reveal how Shelley shaped the classics of modern horror, sf,
existentialist, and dystopian writing, from Bram Stoker, H.G. Wells, M.P. Shiel, Richard Wright,
George Orwell, Albert Camus, and Ralph Ellison, to Muriel Spark, Lorraine Hansberry, Joanna Russ,
Octavia Butler, Margaret Atwood, and Emily St. John Mandel. It is this literary tradition that has
generated modern post-apocalyptic political thought, which uses writing and other art to reflect upon
the vital existential and ethical question: What is to be done after a massive, human-made disaster?
